The meeting was called to order at 9:30 AM by President Browning.

Secretary’s Report: The Council reviewed the minutes from the October 6, 2006 Executive Council meeting. Some minor typographical errors were corrected. Motion to approve the minutes as amended was made by Kim, seconded by Doug Gifford, motion passed.

New Business

ENC Regional Teleconference
John Clark gave a report on the highlights from the recent ENC Region teleconference. John sat in for Sean, since Sean was unavailable. Quarterly teleconferences are planned with a shared cost. $50 should be sent to Dan Kesserling of MI to cover the AOC cost of the teleconferences. The MI chapter will schedule and make the teleconference arrangements. Ted Napier may be replacing Doug Deardorf as the regional development director. There is a new drive for corporate membership and each chapter should pursue potential members. Some technical components will be added to the regional development conference, such as new urbanism, rain gardens, etc.  Society award deadline is December 12. Chapter reports are due to Becky by February 15. The Hoosier Chapter reported they held a meeting on forestry and invasive species. The MI chapter is holding a meeting in March on biomass. Becky is looking for candidates for director of the ENC region. Sean reported that he has contacted several possible candidates to see if they are interested. The next teleconference is scheduled for Friday, February 2 at 8:30 am.
Judy Dorner is looking for ideas for the leadership development session at the international meeting. Becky would like for the AOC to self-nominate the chapter for the chapter award. Sean has asked Tom Zimmerman to handle this. Sean has contacted Brent Sohngen about the publication award, but has not heard back from him.
Winter Metting
Doug Deardorff asked for guidance from the executive council in regards to the winter meeting. A potential topic is water quality issues in Lake Erie. He has met with David Baker and John Crumrine from the Water Quality Lab. Doug stated that he would like to keep the meeting centrally located and involve the student chapter. The council gave Doug some possible meeting locations including the London field service center, Highbanks Metro Park, Darby Metro Park, Stratford Ecological Center, and the Dublin Recreation facility.  Some potential dates are February 8 or February 15. Doug would like to have a variety of topics in order to have a wider appeal to the membership and to keep the cost low.
Change of Name form
Rich reported that the Secretary of State has received the form submitted recently and has reinstated the chapter’s non-profit status. We now need to proceed and change the name from “All Ohio Chapter Soil Conservation Society of America” to “All Ohio Chapter Soil and Water Conservation Society.” Sean signed the completed form and Rich will contact Rob to get a check for $50 to cover the filing fee. Rich reported that the Ohio Attorney General requires non-profits to file an annual form. This form is due by May 15.
