Dennis called the meeting to order at 9:35.
Secretary’s Report- 
· Steve presented the minutes from the November 2, 2005 Executive Council meeting.  Doug motioned to approve the minutes as corrected, seconded by Mark, motion passed.  Dennis suggested that the list serve list be checked and any names added.  Action: Mark Wilson offered to contact Brent Sohngen to get the current list and take necessary action to update it.
Treasurer’s Report- 
· Dennis mentioned that he received a check for $452.81 from the Federation for the 2005 Partnership meeting.  He will forward it to Robert as soon as possible.  This is a lesser amount than in previous years, as anticipated.

· Robert emailed a treasurers report.  Checking is $6637.13

· The Treasurers Report was reviewed. Motion to approve by Mark, seconded by Steve. Motion passed.
Old Business

Update from Program Committee on the 2006 Winter Meeting- 
· Doug mentioned that Robert Mullen, Soil Fertility Specialist from OARDC is scheduled to present at the second morning session. This session will offer Continuing Education Credits for certifications. Doug is sorting out the aspects of the meeting.
· Dennis received an email from Sean:  Chad Amos said that the AOC will not have to pay a fee for the room that we will use for the second day.

· The group discussed the logistics for the second day. It was proposed to end partnership meeting around noon, then hold the AOC lunch, 50th celebration and business meeting.  Tom suggested that the AOC meeting should be included on the registration sheet. John suggested that there be an option to register for one day only, to make it attractive to members who are retired or outside of the partnership.
· Action: Steve will take care of the 2005 Core Report, due by February 2006.

· Action: Dennis will follow up with Brent Sohngen about the Outstanding Publication nomination.  

· Mark mentioned the Outstanding Member award.  There will probably not be anyone recognized for 2005.  John suggested that two awards be given in March 2006 for both years.  Action: Dennis will speak with Norm Fausey and Brent Sohngen about how to deliver awards.

OSU Student Chapter Update- 
· Dennis spoke with the advisor of Terra Aqua, and they are in the process of gaining signatures for a petition.  There are already the minimum10 signatures.  They are proposing to have their fees set at $35, to give them a $10 fee from each member for operating fund.  The fee arrangement has been reviewed and approved by Ankeny. · Action: Dennis will follow up with Dr. Bigham to keep him abreast of our involvement with the student chapter.  John noted that it would also be a good opportunity to involve interested students in the annual meeting in March.

· The next newsletter will go out in January that will include Outstanding Member and Publication nominations, Election Results, Meeting Registration, Student Chapter, Strategic Plan, 50th anniversary, and an article from the past. It was decided to put a summary of the Strategic Plan, and make available the entire copy upon request.

50th Anniversary Committee- 
· Tom asked who would submit the 50th anniversaryarticle for the newsletter, noting that the responsibility should be on the Program Committee.

· Tom handed out a summary of replies from Past Presidents. These suggestions should be forwarded to the full Program Committee for their consideration.

· Recommendation: Have the Program Committee report to the Executive Council in January some preliminary decisions and Plan of Action for the meeting. The Council encourages the Program Committee to involve as many people as possible to help.
