MINUTES

AOC-SWCS Executive Council Meeting

Attendance: Rich Gehring, Irene Moore, Lloyd Owens, Brent Sohngen, and Allen Sundermeier.
The meeting was called to order at 9:37 AM by President Owens.

Secretary’s Report: The Council reviewed the minutes from the April 12, 2007 Executive Council meeting. Motion to approve the minutes was made by Brent, seconded by Irene, motion passed.

Treasurer’s Report: Irene reported that she has not received any statements from the bank yet. Because of this lag in converting the account, Irene suggested that the Council consider making the treasurer’s position a two year term. Irene handed out copies of bills she has received, including $178.16 from Minuteman Press for the Spring 2007 newsletter and $23.40 from Angel Arehart for postage for the scholarship committee. Motion to pay the bills was made by Rich, seconded by Brent, motion passed. Brent Bacon has requested a donation from the AOC for the Envirothon. Council had previously received a request and had asked the Envirothon to resubmit their request in April or May.  Allen made a motion to donate $200 to the Envirothon. Brent seconded the motion, and the motion passed.  Irene recommended that the old checks be voided and to start with new business style checks without an address. This way the checks could be continued to be used after a change in treasurers. The CD’s will be coming due in a couple of months. Irene was given guidance to deduct interest and donations from the scholarship CD according to the recommendations of the audit committee. The Ohio Secretary of State returned the form and check that was submitted for changing the name of the chapter. They requested additional information on the purpose of the organization.  Rich will revise and resubmit. The Executive Council should contact Tracy Bleim at the Chief’s office of ODNR-DSWC to schedule a meeting room.
