MINUTES

AOC-SWCS Executive Council Meeting

Friday, October 6, 2006 9:00 AM

Attendance: Kim Browning, Sean Browning, John Clark, Rich Gehring, Rob Hamilton, Doug Gifford, and Andy Ward (part-time).
The meeting was called to order at 9:10 AM by President Browning.

Secretary’s Report: The Council reviewed the minutes from the August 24, 2006 Executive Council meeting. John Clark sent a request that the minutes state the name of the article to be included in the program for the summer meeting. This was added to the copy of the minutes that were emailed. Motion to approve the minutes as amended was made by Rob, seconded by Doug, motion passed.

Treasurer’s Report: Rob Hamilton reported the balance as of October 6, 2006 for all accounts at $25,758.50, with $6713.65 in checking, $13,484.71 in the scholarship CD, and $5560.14 in the envirothon CD. A check has been received from Ankeny for the dues in the amount of $608. Rich made a motion to accept the treasurer’s report, Kim seconded the motion, and the motion passed. 
New Business

Bills

The following bill was submitted for payment: $120 to Robert McCall for the financial audit for the period ending 12/31/2004. The audit was done by a private tax accountant in Findlay. Kim made a motion to pay Robert, Doug seconded, and motion passed.

Rich questioned if there is a policy to conduct an outside audit of the books and if this will be done in the future. We have used Society members in the past. Nothing could be found in the minutes outlining a change in the policy. It appears that this work was likely done to fill in the required annual tax form for the Attorney General’s office. 

Sean mentioned that Craig Cox is only asking for reimbursement for his hotel and cab fare for his attendance at the summer meeting. Approval for his reimbursement had been previously approved. Delaware SWCD is hosting the Envirothon in 2007 is looking for a contribution from the AOC. Because AOC has already contributed to the Envirothon this year, this request will be table until April 2007. Rob will send a check to the scholarship winner. Sean presented Rob with the proceeds from the raffle at the summer meeting. A total of $205 was collected, with $105 going toward the scholarship fund, $60 toward operating, and $40 toward the Envirothon fund. Sean will give Rob a list of donors. Sean also received a check for one student membership at the summer meeting. Terra Aqua sent a check for $500 for reimbursement for the student who did not go to the International meeting. Sean also submitted a receipt for the frame for the student chapter charter at a cost of $9.52. This expense had been previously approved. Sean received a letter from the Colorado chapter thanking the AOC chapter for their donation to the silent auction.

· Doug Deardorff resigned as development director for the ENC region. Ted Napier will fill this position.

· Sean sat in on ENC teleconference last week. Teleconferences will be held quarterly. The ENC region would like the president and president-elect of each chapter to sit in. They may invite student chapter advisors to sit in. Hosting of the teleconferences will be rotated. It cost approximately $50 to pay for the phone lines. Kim made a motion to amend the budget to include about $50 to pay for the cost of the phone lines for the teleconference once a year. Rob seconded the motion, motion passed.
· Next regional development conference will be held in Michigan in spring of 2007.

· Becky Fletcher want Ohio to self-nominate the AOC for a development award for our work with the summer meeting. This is due by February 2007.

Summer Metting/CPESC Workshop

· The summer meeting may have lost money. 

· Andy Ward gave a review of the meeting. 165 people attended. Some workshops were well attended, others only had about 5 people. 

· 18 people attended the CPESC workshop. The bill from the CPESC for the speaker fee and the study guides is $1080. Doug made a motion to pay $1000 to help sponsor the CPESC workshop. Kim seconded the motion and the motion passed.
